BY-LAW NO. 2026-30 

BEING A BY-LAW TO ADOPT THE 2026 MUNICIPAL ELECTION 

PROCEDURES MANUAL 

WHEREAS section 42 of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, S.O. 1996, c.32, as 

amended (the “Act”), authorizes the Clerk to establish procedures and forms for the 

conduct of an election; 

AND WHEREAS section 11 of the Act provides that the Clerk is responsible for 

conducting municipal elections; 

AND WHEREAS Council deems it appropriate to formally adopt a comprehensive 

Municipal Election Procedures Manual to ensure transparency, consistency, 

accountability, and the proper administration of the 2026 Municipal Election. 

NOW THEREFORE Council of the Corporation Town of Smooth Rock Falls enacts as 

follows: 

1. THAT the Clerk is authorized to implement and administer the procedures set out 

in Schedule “A”. 

2. THAT the Clerk may make administrative or technical amendments to the 

Procedures Manual, as may be necessary to reflect legislative changes, improve 

efficiency, address unforeseen circumstances, or ensure the integrity, security, 

and proper conduct of the election. 

3. THAT any amendments made by the Clerk shall be consistent with the Municipal 

Elections Act, 1996 and any applicable regulations. 

4. THAT the Procedures Manual shall have the same force and effect as the By-law. 

5. THAT in the event of any conflict between the Procedures Manual and the Act, 

the provisions of the Act shall prevail. 

6. THAT if any provision of this By-law is declared invalid or unenforceable by a court 

of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and 

effect. 

7. THAT this By-law shall come into force and effect upon final passing.

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Welcome Candidates, Third-Party Advertisers and Electors 
The Town of Smooth Rock Falls will conduct the 2026 Municipal and School Board Election in accordance with the 
Municipal Elections Act, 1996S.O. 1996, c. 32, as amended (the “Act”). 

Pursuant to the Act and applicable municipal by-laws, the Town has elected to conduct the election using the 
traditional paper ballot voting method. 

The purpose of this document is to establish election procedures that are consistent with the principles, authority, 
and requirements of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, and with guidance and best practices issued by the Ministry 
of Municipal Affairs and Housing (MMAH) and the Association of Municipalities of Ontario (AMO). 

These procedures are intended to ensure that the election is conducted in a manner that is fair, open, accessible, 
transparent, and accountable, while maintaining the integrity of the voting process and public confidence in the 
administration of the election. 

Under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the Clerk is responsible for the conduct of the election and has the 
authority to establish procedures, forms, and processes necessary for the proper administration of the election, 
provided they are consistent with the Act. 

Where the Act is silent or permits discretion, the Clerk may establish additional procedures to address operational, 
administrative, or integrity-related matters. 

The Clerk may amend election procedures, forms, or related documents at any time up to and including Voting Day, 
where such amendments are necessary to ensure compliance with the Act or the effective administration of the 
election. 

Any amendments will be posted on the Town of Smooth Rock Falls webpage.  Candidates, third-party advertisers, 
and electors are responsible for ensuring they remain informed of all election-related information and updates. 

With respect to the interpretation and application of elections procedures, and in all matters related to the 
administration of the election under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the decision of the Clerk is final. 

This document is intended as a general guide only and does not replace or supersede the Municipal Elections Act, 
1996, or any other applicable legislation. 

Candidates and third-party advertisers are responsible for ensuring that they are eligible, qualified, and in full 
compliance with all statutory requirements, deadlines, and obligations set out in the Act.

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Definitions 
“Act” means the Municipal Elections Act 1996, S.O. 1996 c.32, as amended. 

“Advanced Voting” means the time during the Voting Period in which eligible electors may cast ballots before Voting 
Day in an election. 

“Ballot” means the official paper ballot prepared by the Clerk in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, 
on which the names of certified candidates and/or any questions submitted to the electors are printed, and which 
is used to an elector for the purpose of casting a vote in an election.  A ballot includes any ballot that has been issued, 
marked, unmarked, cancelled, declined, or unused, and shall beat the initials of the Deputy Returning Officer in 
order to be considered valid for counting purposes. 

“Candidate” means a person who has filed a nomination for an office in accordance with the Municipal Election 
Act, 1996, and includes a person whose nomination has been certified by the Clerk. 

“Certified Candidate” means a person whose nomination has been reviewed and certified by the Clerk, in 
accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, and who is therefore eligible to have their name appear on the 
ballot. 

“Clerk” means the Municipal Clerk of the Town of Smooth Rock Falls, who is responsible for the conduct of the 
municipal election in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996.  All references to the Clerk for the purposes 
of this manual shall mean the Returning Officer (R.O.).  All references to Clerk’s designate shall mean the delegated 
duties of the R.O. 

“Deputy Returning Officer” means a person appointed by the Clerk to be in charge of a voting place and to perform 
the duties assigned under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, including the issuance of ballots, supervision of voting, 
and counting of votes. 

“Election” means the municipal and school board election conducted by the Town of Smooth Rock Falls in 
accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, including all processes related to voting, counting of votes, and 
the declaration of results. 

“Election Campaign Advertisement” means any material, message, or communication in any medium that is used 
to promote or oppose a candidate or registered third-party advertiser in an election, and that is transmitted to the 
public during the campaign period, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

“Election Official” means any person appointed or authorized by the Clerk to carry out duties related to the conduct 
of the election in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, and includes, but is not limited to, Deputy 
Returning Officers, Poll Clerks, and any other designated personnel.  All Election Officials shall take the prescribed 
oath prior to performing any duties under the Act. 

“Election Staff” means any individual engaged by the Clerk to assist in the administration and conduct of the 
election, including Election Officials and any other support personnel.  All Election Staff shall comply with the 
Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the procedures established by the Clerk, and shall take any prescribed oath required 
for the performance of their duties. 
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“Elector” means a person who is entitled to vote in a municipal election in accordance with the Municipal Elections 
Act, 1996, and who meets all eligibility and qualification requirements prescribed by the Act. 

“Friend” means a person chosen by an elector to assist the elector in marking their ballot, in accordance with the 
Municipal Elections Act, 1996.  A Friend shall take the prescribed oath prior to providing assistance and shall not act 
as a Friend for more than one elector at the same voting place. 

“Interim List of Changes” means the list prepared by the Clerk during the revision period identifying all additions, 
deletions, and corrections made to the Voters’ List prior to Voting Day, in accordance with the Municipal Elections 
Act, 1996. 

“Lame Duck” means the period during which the powers of Council are restricted in accordance with section 275 
of the Municipal Act, 2001.  A Council is considered to be in Lame Duck Period where it is determined:  

• Prior to Voting Day, that the incoming Council will include fewer than three-quarters (3/4) of the members of 
the outgoing Council; or 

• Following Voting Day, once the election results are known, that the incoming Council is composed of fewer 
than three-quarters (3/4) of the members of the outgoing Council. 

“Municipal Office” means the Town of Smooth Rock Falls Town Hall located at 142 First Avenue, Smooth Rock Falls, 
Ontario. 

“Nomination Day” means the final day on which nominations may be filed with the Clerk for an election, being the 
fourth Friday in August in a regular election year, with nominations closing at 2:00 p.m., in accordance with the 
Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

“Preliminary List of Electors” or “PLE” means the initial list of electors provided to the Clerk by Elections Ontario 
from the Permanent Register of Electors for Ontario, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, for the 
purpose of preparing the Voters’ List. 

“Proof of Identification” means identification provided by an elector to establish their identity and qualifying 
address, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 and Ontario Regulation 304/13, as required for the 
purposes of voting or making an application in relation to the Voters’ List. 

“Regular Office Hours” means the hours during which the Municipal Office is open to the public, being 9:30 a.m. 
to 12:00 p.m. and 12:30 p.m. to 4:00 p.m., Monday to Friday, excluding statutory holidays. 

“Registered Third-Party (Third-Party Advertiser” means an individual, corporation, or trade union that has filed a 
notice of registration with the Clerk in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, and is thereby authorized 
to incur expenses for third-party advertising to promote or oppose a candidate or candidates in an election. 

“Restricted Period for Third-Party Advertisement” means the period during which third-party advertising is 
permitted and regulated under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, beginning on the earliest date that a notice of 
registration may be filed by a third-party advertiser and ending at the close of voting on Voting Day. 

“Scrutineer” means a person appointed in writing by a candidate, on the prescribed form, to represent the 
candidate at a voting place or counting location, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996.  A scrutineer 
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shall take the prescribed oath prior to performing any duties and shall act in accordance with the Act and the 
procedures established by the Clerk. 

“Third-Party Advertisement” means an advertisement in any medium that promotes, supports, or opposes a 
candidate, or a “yes” or “no” answer to a question on the ballot, and that is paid for by a registered third-party 
advertiser, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

“Voters’ List” means the list of electors prepared and maintained by the Clerk for the purposes of an election, in 
accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, and based on the Permanent Register of Electors for Ontario, as 
provided by Elections Ontario. 

“Voting Day” means the day on which the final vote is to be taken in an election, being the fourth Monday in October 
in a regular election year, with voting locations open from 10:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m., in accordance with the Municipal 
Elections Act, 1996. 

“Voting Place” means any location designated by the Clerk where electors may attend to cast their ballot in an 
election, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

“Website” means the official website of the Town of Smooth Rock Falls, located at www.smoothrockfalls.ca. 

Introduction 
The 2026 Municipal and School Board Election for the Town of Smooth Rock Falls will be held on Monday, October 
26, 2026, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, S.O. 1996, c.32, as amended. 

The term of office for all elected officials will be four (4) years, commencing on November 15, 2026, and concluding 
on November 14, 2030. 

The nomination period for candidates will open on May 1, 2026, and will close on Nomination Day, Friday, August 21, 
2026, at 2:00 p.m. 

Third-Party Advertisers may register with the Clerk beginning May 1, 2026, and up to and including Friday, October 
23, 2026, during regular office hours. 

Unofficial election results will be posted on the Town’s website at www.smoothrockfalls.ca as soon as possible 
following the close of voting at 8:00 p.m. on Voting Day. 

A comprehensive list of key election dates and statutory deadlines is provided in Appendix “A” of this document. 

Principles in Guiding Municipal Elections 
The following principles guide the administration of the 2026 Municipal and School Board Election in the Town of 
Smooth Rock Falls and reflect the foundational objectives of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, as amended, as well 
as guidance issued by the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing. 

In planning and delivering the municipal election, the Town is committed to ensuring that:

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• The secrecy and confidentiality of each individual vote are preserved at all times. 
• The election is conducted in a fair, impartial, non-biased manner. 
• The voting process is accessible to eligible electors. 
• The integrity of the election process is maintained throughout all stages of the election. 
• There is confidence and certainty that the election results accurately reflect the votes cast. 
• Electors, candidates, and third-party advertisers are treated fairly, consistently, and in accordance with the 

Act. 

Electors 

Qualification of Electors 
A person is entitled to vote in the 2026 Municipal and School Board Election for the Town of Smooth Rock Falls if, on 
Voting Day (Monday, October 26, 2026), they meet all of the following qualifications: 

• Is a Canadian citizen; 
• Is at least eighteen (18) years of age; 
• Resides in the Town of Smooth Rock Falls, or is the owner or tenant of land in the Town of Smooth Rock Falls, 

or the spouse of such owner or tenant; and 
• Is not otherwise prohibited from voting under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

A person is not eligible to vote if they: 

• Are serving a sentence of imprisonment in a penal or correctional institution; 
• Are a corporation; 
• Are acting as an executor, trustee, or in any other representative capacity; or 
• Have been convicted of a corrupt practice described in subsection 90(3) of the Municipal Elections Act, 

1996. 

It is the responsibility of each elector to ensure that they meet all eligibility and qualification requirements 
under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 in order to vote in the municipal election. 

Election Officials are responsible for confirming an elector’s identity and qualification to vote in accordance 
with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, including verification of identity and residence as prescribed by the 

Act and associated regulations. 

Students 
Electors who are students and who reside away from their permanent residence for the purpose of attending an 
educational institution may be entitled to vote in both the municipality where they attend school and the 
municipality where their permanent residence is located, provided that the family home remains their primary 
residence. 
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Homeless Persons 
Persons without a permanent residence may qualify to be added to the voters’ list during the revision period provided 
that they can identify a place within Smooth Rock Falls where they frequently returned to eat and sleep during the 
five weeks preceding. 

Candidates 
To be eligible to run for an office on Council or a School Board, a candidate must be qualified on the day the 
nomination is filed, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Council 
To be eligible to run for Municipal Council (Mayor or Councillor), a person must meet all of the following 
qualifications at the time the nomination is filed: 

• Be a Canadian citizen; 
• Be at least eighteen (18) years of age; 
• Reside in the Town of Smooth Rock Falls, or own or lease property in the Town, or be the spouse of such 

owner or tenant; 
• Be eligible to vote in a municipal election; and 
• Not be disqualified by any legislation from holding municipal office. 

School Board 
To be eligible to run for School Board Trustee, a person must be qualified on the day the nomination is filed, in 
accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

A candidate for School Board Trustee must meet all of the following requirements: 

• Be a Canadian citizen; 
• Be at least eighteen (18) years of age; 
• Reside within the jurisdiction of the school board for which they are seeking election; 
• Be eligible to vote for the school board for which they are a candidate; 
• Not be legally prohibited from voting under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996; and 
• Not be disqualified by any legislation from holding office. 

The following offices are to be elected in the 2026 Municipal Elections.

School Board Support Requirements 
In addition to meeting the general eligibility requirements for School Board Trustee, candidates must also satisfy the 
applicable school board support requirements under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 and the Education Act. 

English-Language Public District School Board 

To be eligible as a candidate for an English-Language Public District School Board, a person must meet one of the 
following conditions: 

• Be a supporter of the English-language public district school board, or be the spouse of such a supporter; or 
• Not be a supporter of any school board and not have qualified as an elector for a separate or French-language 

school board in the election. 

English-Language Separate District School Board 

To be eligible as a candidate for an English-Language Separate District School Board, a person must be Roman 
Catholic and meet one of the following conditions: 
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• Be qualified as an elector for the English-language separate district school board; or 
• Be a supporter of the English-language separate district school board, or be the spouse of such a supporter. 

French-Language Public District School Board 

To be eligible as a candidate for a French-Language Public District School Board, a person must be a Friench-
language rights holder within the meaning of section 23(1) and (2) of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms 
and meet one of the following conditions: 

• Be qualified as an elector for the French-language public district school board; or 
• Be a supporter of the French-language public district school board, or be the spouse of such a supporter. 

French-Language Separate District School Board 

To be eligible as a candidate for a French-Language Separate District School Board, a person must be a Roman 
Catholic and a French-language rights holder within the meaning of section 23 of the Canadian Charter of Rights and 
Freedoms, and meet one of the following conditions: 

• Be qualified as an elector for the French-language separate district school board; or 
• Be a supporter of the French-language separate district school board, or be the spouse of such a supporter. 

Ongoing Eligibility 
An elected member of Council or a School Board Trustee must maintain all eligibility and qualification requirements 
throughout the entire term of office. 

Failure to maintain the required qualifications may result in the office being declared vacant, in accordance with 
applicable legislation. 

Nominations 
Any person intending to become a candidate must file a nomination with the Clerk before accepting any campaign 
contributions or incurring any campaign expenses, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Nomination Period 
The nomination period opens on Friday, May 1, 2026, and closes on Nomination Day, Friday, August 21, 2026, at 2:00 
p.m. 

Nomination papers will not be accepted after the deadline. 

Filing a Nomination 
Nominations forms must be: 

• Completed and signed by the candidate; 
• Filed in person by the candidate or by an authorized agent; and

• Accompanied by all required documentation and fees. 

All nomination documentation must contain original signatures. 

Candidates are encouraged to schedule an appointment with the Clerk’s Office to ensure staff availability at the 
time of filing. 

Clerk’s Tip: 

• If the person is present at the Clerk’s Office on Nomination Day at 2 p.m. and has not yet filed a 
nomination, he or she may file the nomination as soon as possible after 2 p.m. 

• Before you accept the Nomination Paper, check to ensure the form is complete. i.e. Email address, 
name as to appear on the ballot, qualifying address in municipality.  Ask each candidate for ID, even if 
you know them, to maintain consistency and fairness for all.  If the agent is filing on behalf of a 
candidate, the candidate’s and agent’s ID is required. 

• The name as it appears on the Nomination Paper is the name to be used on the ballot.  If a nickname 
is to be used, it must appear on the Nomination Paper.  Nicknames are subject to the discretion and 
approval of the Clerk.  Nicknames should be evaluated carefully, and a legal opinion may need to be 
sought. 

• Do not fill in the Certification by Clerk section at the time of filing. 

Required Documentation 
A complete nomination must include: 

• The prescribed Nomination Paper (Form 1); 
• A completed Declaration of Qualification; 
• Acceptable identification, confirming the candidate’s name, qualifying address, and signature; 
• The prescribed nomination filing fee: 

✓ $200 for the Office of Mayor; and 
✓ $100 for all other offices 

• Any additional documentation required under the Act. 

Nomination filing fees must be paid by cash, debit, certified cheque, bank draft, or money order, payable to the Town 
of Smooth Rock Falls. 

Multiple Nominations 
If a candidate files a nomination for a second office in the same election, the first nomination is deemed withdrawn 
at the time the second nomination is filed.  The nomination fee is deemed to have been paid with the most recent 
nomination, provided both nominations are for the same council or board. 

Prescribed Forms 
The following prescribed forms are available from the Clerk’s Office: 
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Form 1 – Nomination Paper  
Form 3 – Notice of Collection/Consent to Release Personal Information 
Form EL05 – Declaration of Qualification  

Notice of Nominations Filed 
A list of nominations received by the Clerk, prior to certification, will be posted on the Town of Smooth Rock Falls 
website at www.smoothrockfalls.ca as soon as practicable following the filing of a nomination. 

Interested parties and local media may also be notified, where appropriate. 

Form 06 – List of Nominations Filed (Non-Certified) 

Acclamations 
Where, at the close of nominations, the number of certified candidates for an office is equal to or fewer than the 
number of positions to be filled, the candidate(s) shall be declared elected by acclamation, in accordance with the 
Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Declarations of acclamation will be made by the Clerk following the close of nominations on Nomination Day. 

Form EL20– Declaration of Acclamation to Office 

Certification or Rejection of Nominations 
Under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the Clerk is required to examine and either certify or reject each nomination 
filed. 

The Clerk will examine all nominations and, on or before 4:00 p.m. on Monday, August 24, 2026, will determine 
whether each candidate is qualified to be nominated and whether the nomination complies with the requirements 
of the Act.  Where satisfied, the Clerk shall certify the nomination. 

Grounds for Rejection 

In determining whether to certify or reject a nomination, the Clerk may consider, but is not limited to, the following: 

• The candidate has refused or failed to provide proof of qualification or acceptable identification satisfactory 
to the Clerk; 

• The candidate does not meet the eligibility requirements to hold office or is otherwise disqualified by law 
from being nominated; 

• The nomination form is incomplete or the prescribed filing fee has not been paid; 
• The candidate’s name does not appear on the Voter’s List; or 
• A mandatory financial statement from a previous election has not been filed, as required under the Act. 

There may be additional circumstances, beyond those listed above, in which a candidate is disqualified from being 
nomination or elected.  It is the responsibility of each candidate to ensure that they are not disqualified under any 
applicable legislation.

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Candidate Responsibility 

Candidates are responsible for ensuring that they meet all eligibility and qualification requirements and that a 
complete and compliant nomination is filed no later than 2:00 p.m. on Nomination Day, Friday, August 21, 2026. 

Notice of Decision 

Where a nomination is rejected, the Clerk will provide written notice to the candidate as soon as practicable. 

Once a nomination is certified, the candidate’s name will appear on the ballot, unless removed by a court order. 

Election or Additional Nominations 

Where the number of certified candidates exceeds the number of offices to be filled, an election shall be held. 

Where the number of certified candidates for an office is fewer than the number required to be election, the Clerk 
shall issue a Notice of Additional Nominations.  In such cases, additional nominations may be filed between 9:00 
a.m. and 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, August 26, 2026, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Form EL24 – Notice of Election Information 
Form EL17(B) – Notice of Additional Nominations 

Death or Ineligibility of a Candidate 

Where a certified candidate for an office dies or becomes ineligible to hold office before the close of voting on Voting 
Day, the following shall apply, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996: 

a) If the death or ineligibility of the candidate does not result in another candidate being elected by 
acclamation: 

✓ The election shall proceed as though the candidate had not been nominated; and 
✓ The Clerk shall remove the candidate’s name from the ballot, or, where ballots have already been 

printed, shall cause notice of the candidate’s death or ineligibility to be posted at every voting 
location. 

b) If the death or ineligibility of the candidate results in another candidate being elected by acclamation: 
✓ The election for that office is void; and 
✓ A by-election shall be held to fill the vacant office, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 

1996. 

Form EL21 – Notice of Death – Ineligibility of Candidate 

Withdrawal of Candidacy 
A candidate may withdraw their nomination by completing and filing a Withdrawal of Nomination form with the Clerk 
no later than 2:00 p.m. on Nomination Day, Friday, August 21, 2026, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 
1996. 
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The Withdrawal of Nomination form must contain the original signature of the candidate.  Where an agent files the 
withdrawal on behalf of the candidate, a copy of the candidate’s government-issued photo identification must 
accompany the withdrawal.  The Clerk may contact the candidate to confirm the withdrawal. 

Form EL19 – Withdrawal of Nomination 

Effect of Withdrawal 

Where a candidate withdraws their nomination before the close of nominations: 

• The candidate is entitled to a refund of the nomination filing fee, as prescribed by the Act; and 
• The candidate is still required to file a financial statement covering all financial activity incurred up to the 

time of withdrawal. 

Any election-related materials provided to the candidate for election purposes must be returned to the Clerk. 

Withdrawal After Nomination Day 

Where a candidate withdraws after the close of nominations, the candidate’s name will remain on the ballot, unless 
otherwise ordered by a court. 

Candidates who withdraw after Nomination Day are encouraged to publicly advise electors of their withdrawal, the 
general nature why and clearly indicate that their name will still appear on the ballot. 

Campaigning 

Prohibition of Canvassing and Advertising at Voting Locations 
In accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, no person shall attempt, directly or indirectly, to influence an 
elector while the elector is in a voting location. 

No campaign material, advertising, or literature of any kind related to any candidate or third-party advertiser shall be 
displayed, distributed, or worn within a voting location or on any municipal facility being used as a voting location, 
including the entire building and the property on which it is situated. 

For greater certainty, the premises of a voting location are deemed to include all interior and exterior areas of the 
building, as well as adjacent lands and parking areas associated with the facility. 

Any campaign material or advertising found within a voting location or on the premises of a voting location will be 
removed immediately and disposed of, without notice, in order to preserve the integrity of the voting process. 

Use of Corporate Resources for Election Purposes 
In accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the use of municipal (corporate) resources for election-related 
purposes is strictly prohibited. 
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All candidates, third-party advertisers, and members of Council are required to comply with the Act and with all 
applicable municipal policies governing the use of municipal resources. 

Prohibited Use of Municipal Resources 

No person shall use, or permit the use of, any Town of Smooth Rock Falls facilities, equipment, supplies, services, 
staff time, or other municipal resources for the purpose of: 

• Supporting or opposing a candidate or third-party advertiser; 
• Campaigning or campaign-related activities; or 
• Producing or distributing election-related materials. 

Campaign-related activities shall not be undertaken on municipal property, whether owned or leased, including but 
not limited to parks, libraries, fire halls, arenas, administrative offices, or other Town facilities, during regular working 
hours or at any time where such use would confer an actual or perceived advantage. 

Use of Municipal Branding and Intellectual Property 

Candidates and third-party advertisers are prohibited from using any municipal branding or intellectual property of 
the Town of Smooth Rock Falls for campaign purposes, including but not limited to: 

• Town logos, crests, or corporate identifiers; 
• Photographs, graphics, or images owned by the Town; 
• Municipal letterhead, templates, or official designs; and 
• Any municipal content reproduced in printed or electronic campaign materials, including websites, social 

media, signage, flyers, brochures, emails, or promotional items. 

Compliance and Enforcement 

Any misuse of municipal resources in contravention of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 or applicable municipal 
policy may be subject to enforcement action, including investigation and any remedies available at law. 

For further information, candidates and third-party advertisers are encouraged to review the Town’s Use of Corporate 
Resources During and Election Period Policy, available on the Town’s website at www.townofsmoothrockfalls.ca 

Election Signs and Other Advertisements 

Election Signs 
The following provides a summary of election sign requirements and limitations.  Candidates should refer to the 
Town of Smooth Rock Falls Election Signage By-law No. 2026-29, which regulates Election Signs in the Town of 
Smooth Rock Falls. 

Q – Do I need a permit to put up my election sign?

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A – A sign permit or a permit application is not required for election signs. 

Q – Are there any places that restricted to place a sign? 
A –  * Election signs shall not be placed on Municipal Property, except in road allowance areas; 
        * Election signs shall not be placed on private property without the owner’s consent. 

Q – What date can I start to display my election signs? 
A – Signs can be displayed no sooner than September 1st, 2026. 

Q – How many days do I have after the election to remove my election signs? 
A – All election signs must be removed by the candidate or the candidate’s representative by 11:59 p.m. on 
Wednesday, October 28, 2026. 

Q – What are the height restrictions for election signs? 
A – No election signs shall be larger than 1.2 metres by 1.2 metres, and the maximum sign height shall be 1.5 metres 
above grade. 

Q – Are there any areas that are not allowed to display my signs? 
A - * on or overhanging on any Municipal property; 
      * on a utility pole; 
      * on the walls of buildings, sheds, trees, poles, posts, fences or other structures visible from the street; 
      * within medians, centre boulevards or traffic islands; 
      * on any official sign or official sign structure; 
      * within a sight triangle; 
      * within 3 metres (10 ft) of a fire hydrant, curb, driveway or the travelled portion of a street; 
      * on the property of a Voting Location or the front façade of the building which contains the Voting Location. 
      * on or near public sidewalks causing interference or obstruction of pedestrian traffic; 
      * in a location obstructing any fire escape, fire exit, door, window, etc. to impede access of firefighters to any part    
        of a building; and            
      * In a location where the sign constitutes a danger or hazard.       

Q – Can I display an election sign on my vehicle?  If so, what are the restrictions? 
A - * no election sign shall be in or on a vehicle on Town Property  
      * signs shall not be displayed within 50 metres (164.04 ft.) of a Voting Location at any time while the centre is  
        open to the public     
      * signs shall not be displayed upon the property where the office for the administration of the election is located 
      * signs can be displayed no sooner than September 1st, 2026 

Q – Can the Municipality remove an election sign without notifying the candidate? 
A – The Municipality reserves the right to remove, without notice to any person, including the candidate, any  
       Election sign which it deems to be a hazard. 

Q – Signs on Utility Installations 
A – Posters or similar campaign material that will be installed or affixed to poles belonging to Hydro One, Northern  
       Northern Telephone or other public utilities will require the permission of these respective approving 
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       authorities.  Proof of permission will be required. 

Q – Vandalism 
A – The investigation or prosecution for any acts of vandalism to the posters or campaign material of the  
       candidates should be referred to the local police force by the complainant.  The Municipality or any of its 
       municipal officers, employees or agents will not be responsible. 

Third-Party Advertisers 
Individuals, corporations, and trade unions may register as Third-Party Advertisers in order to promote or oppose a 
candidate or candidates in a municipal election, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

A third-party advertiser must register with each municipality in which they wish to advertise. 

Registration Period 

Registration for Third-Party Advertisers opens on Friday, May 1, 2026, and closes on Friday, October 23, 2026, at 4:00 
p.m. 

Registrations will not be accepted after the deadline. 

Form 7 – Notice of Registration – Third Party 

Registration Requirements and Restrictions 

Registration as a Third-Party Advertiser permits the advertiser to promote or oppose any candidate or candidates for 
offices that electors in the Town of Smooth Rock Falls are entitled to vote for, including municipal council and school 
board trustee positions. 

No individual, corporation, or trade union shall incur expenses for third-party advertising unless they are registered 
as a Third-Party Advertiser with the Clerk at the time the expense is incurred, and the advertisements appears. 

Third-party advertising must be conducted independently of candidates.  Candidates shall not direct, control, or 
coordinate the activities of a third-party advertiser. 

Candidates are not permitted to register as Third-Party Advertisers. 

Financial Reporting 

Registered Third-Party Advertisers are required to file a financial statement with the Clerk of each municipality in 
which they are registered, in accordance with the Municipal Act, 1996. 

The deadline to file the financial statements for the 2026 election is March 31, 2027. 

Form 8 – Financial Statement – Auditor’s Report Third-Party 
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Third-Party Registrations (Certified) 

A list of certified Third-Party Advertiser registrations will be posted on the Town of Smooth Rock Falls website at 
www.smoothrockfalls.ca as soon as practicable following certification. 

The list will be updated on an ongoing basis as additional registrations are certified. 

Restricted Period for Third-Party Advertising 

The restricted period for third-party advertising in relation to a municipal election: 

• Begins on the earliest date that an individual, corporation, or trade union is permitted to file a notice of 
registration as a Third-Party Advertiser (Friday, May 1, 2026); and 

• Ends at the close of voting on Voting Day, Monday, October 26, 2026. 

Third-party advertising is subject to all restrictions and requirements of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 during the 
restricted period. 

Limit on Expenses 

Expenses incurred in relation to third-party advertising shall not exceed the spending limit calculated under section 
88.21 of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 for the registered Third-Party Advertiser. 

Each registered Third-Party Advertiser is responsible for ensuring compliance with all applicable spending limits. 

Mandatory Information in Third-Party Advertisements 

No registered Third-Party Advertiser shall cause a third-party advertisement to appear during the restricted period 
unless the advertisement clearly includes the following information: 

1. The name of the registered Third-Party Advertiser; 
2. The municipality in which the Third-Party Advertiser is registered; and 
3. A telephone number, mailing address, or email address at which the registered Third-Party Advertiser may 

be contacted regarding the advertisement. 

Mandatory Information Provided to Broadcasters or Publishers 

A registered Third-Party Advertiser shall not cause a third-party advertisement to appear during the restricted period 
unless the advertiser provides the broadcaster or publisher, in writing, with the following information: 

1. The name of the registered Third-Party Advertiser; 
2. The name, business address, and telephone number of the individual who deals with the broadcaster or 

publisher under the direction of the registered Third-Party Advertiser; and 
3. The municipality in which the Third-Party Advertiser is registered.

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Prohibition – Broadcasters and Publishers 

No broadcaster or publisher shall permit a third-party advertisement to appear during the restricted period unless 
the information required above has been provided. 

Campaign Expenses and Contributions 

Duties of Candidates and Third-Party Advertisers 
Candidates and registered Third-Party Advertisers are responsible for complying with all campaign finance 
requirements set out in the Municipal Elections Act. 

The Act imposes specific obligations respecting, among other matters: 

• The acceptance and recording of contributions; 
• The issuance of receipts; 
• The maintenance of accurate financial records; 
• The filing of financial statements; 
• The return of surplus contributions; 
• Restrictions on anonymous contributions; and 
• Compliance with campaign spending limits. 

Candidates and Third-Party Advertisers are expected to familiarize themselves with all applicable requirements and 
are encouraged to seek independent professional advice where necessary.  The Clerk and municipal staff do not 
provide legal or financial advice. 

Campaign Period 
No contributions may be accepted, and no campaign expenses may be incurred, outside the campaign period. 

For candidates, the campaign period begins on the day the nomination is filed and ends on December 31, 2026, 
unless extended in accordance with subsection 88.24(4) of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

For Third-Party Advertisers, the campaign period begins on the day the notice of registration is filed and ends on the 
December 31, 2026, unless extended in accordance with the Act. 

Contributions accepted or expenses incurred outside the campaign period are not permitted and may result in non-
compliance under the Act. 

Maximum Campaign Expenses 
Upon filing a nomination or a notice of registration, candidates and registered Third-Party Advertisers will receive an 
estimated campaign spending limit, calculated based on the number of electors on the voter’s list for the office on 
September 15, 2022. 

Form 37(A) – Certificate of Estimated Maximum Campaign Expenses

No later than September 30, 2026, the Clerk shall provide each candidate and registered Third-Party Advertisers with 
a Certificate of Maximum Campaign Spending Limits, calculated in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 
1996 and applicable legislation, using the number of eligible electors as of September 15, 2026. 

The certified maximum spending limit supersedes any estimate previously provided.

Legislative Authority 

Campaign spending limits are established under: 

• Municipal Elections Act, 1996 
• Ontario Regulation 101/97 (General) 
• Ontario Regulation 341/18 (Third-Party Advertisements) 
• Ontario Regulation 150/18 (Expenses for Parties and Other Expressions of Support) 

Campaign Contributions 
A campaign contribution includes money and the fair market value of goods or services accepted for use in a 
campaign. 
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The following do not constitute campaign contributions under the Municipal Elections Act, 1996: 

• Voluntary labour, including labour provided voluntarily by an employee acting under the direction of a 
candidate or registered Third-Party Advertiser, provided no additional compensation is paid; 

• Good or services valued at $25 or less donated or paid for a fundraising event; 
• Loans from a bank or other recognized lending institution; and 
• No-charge political advertising provided equally to all candidates for an office, in accordance with the 

Broadcasting Act (Canada). 

Who May Make Campaign Contributions

Method of Contribution 

Contributions up to $25 may be made in cash.  Contributions more than $25 must be made in a manner that clearly 
identifies the contributor, including the contributor’s name and account information.  Anonymous contributions are 
not permitted, except as allowed by the Act. 

Contribution Limits 

No person may contribute more than: 

• $1,200 to any one candidate or registered Third-Party Advertiser, other than the candidate, the Third-Party 
Advertiser, or their spouse; and 

• $5,000 in total to two or more candidates or registered Third-Party Advertisers nominated or registered in the 
Town of Smooth Rock Falls. 

Candidates and Third-Party Advertisers shall not accept contributions that exceed the maximum amount set out in 
their Certificate of Maximum Campaign Spending Limits. 

Campaign Bank Account 

Candidates are not required to open a campaign bank account if they do not receive contributions and do not incur 
campaign expenses. 
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Financial Statements and Filing Requirements 
All candidates and registered Third-Party Advertisers are required to file a Financial Statement, using the prescribed 
form, with the Clerk no later than 2:00 p.m. on March 31, 2027, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Financial Statements must be filed in the manner prescribed by the Act.  Electronic submissions are not accepted 
unless expressly permitted by legislation. 

The Clerk shall provide written notice of the filing requirements to all candidates and registered Third-Party 
Advertisers at least thirty (30) days prior to the filing deadline.

Defaults and Penalties 

A Notice of Default shall be issued to any candidate or registered Third-Party Advertiser who fails to file a financial 
statement by the prescribed deadlines. 

Failure to comply with campaign finance disclosure and reporting requirements may result in penalties under the 
Municipal Elections Act, 1996, including ineligibility to run for or be appointed to municipal office. 

If a candidate exceeds the campaign spending limit or fails to remit a required surplus, the candidate forfeits the 
office, if elected, and becomes ineligible to seek or hold municipal office until the next regular election. 

Late Filings and Corrections 

Candidates may resubmit a financial statement to correct an error at any time prior to the filing deadline. 

Where a candidate fails to file a financial statement by the deadline but pays the $500 late filing fee, the candidate 
will be granted an additional 30-day grace period to file.  The nomination filing fee will not be refunded in this 
circumstance. 

Notice of Penalties 

In accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the Clerk shall, prior to Voting Day, provide written notice to 
all candidates respecting the penalties set out in subsections 88.23(2) and 92(1) of the Act relating to campaign 
finances. 

Financial Reporting Resources 

Information regarding election campaign finances, including candidate and third-party advertiser financial 
responsibilities, campaign contributions and fundraising, campaign expenses, and financial reporting 
requirements, is provided by the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing. 

Candidates and Third-Party Advertisers are encouraged to consult the Ministry’s Candidates’ Guide for Ontario 
Municipal and School Board Elections, along with any related guidance materials published by the Ministry, to 
ensure compliance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

These resources are available on the Ministry’s website and are also accessible through the Town of Smooth Rock 
Falls website at www.smoothrockfalls.ca. 

Scrutineers 
Each candidate may appoint, in writing and on the prescribed form, one or more persons to act as scrutineers to 
represent the candidate during the election process, including attendance at the Voting Place on Voting Day.

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Appointment and Identification 
Prior to being admitted to observe any election process, a scrutineer shall: 

• Present a completed appointment form signed by the candidate; 
• Provide valid government-issued identification acceptable to the Clerk; and 
• Take and subscribe to an Oath of Secrecy, as required by the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Upon admission, the scrutineer will be issued an identification badge, which must be returned to the Clerk upon 
leaving the voting location.

At no time shall more than one candidate or one scrutineer representing a 
candidate be present in a Vote Counting Location. 

Conduct of Scrutineers and Candidates 
Scrutineers and candidates shall not: 

• Attempt, directly or indirectly, to influence how an elector votes, or engage in campaigning or persuasion 
within a voting location; 

• Display or distribute campaign materials of any kind within the voting location or on the premises, including 
parking areas; 

• Compromise or attempt to compromise the secrecy of the vote; 
• Interfere or attempt to interfere with an elector who is marking a ballot; 
• Obtain or attempt to obtain information regarding how an elector intends to vote or has voted; 
• Communicate any information obtained at a voting location about how an elector intends to vote or has 

voted; or 
• Use cellular phones or other mobile devices within a voting location. 

Authority of Election Officials 
The Clerk is responsible for the conduct of the election.  No candidate or scrutineer has the right to interfere with the 
duties of the Deputy Returning Officer or any Election Official in the performance of their responsibilities. 

Any candidate, scrutineer, Third-Party Advertiser, agent, or elector whose conduct disrupts or interferes with the 
proper conduct of the election may be removed from the voting location, at the direction of the Clerk or Election 
Official. 

A scrutineer or candidate who is dissatisfied with the actions of election personnel may contact the Clerk to discuss 
the matter. 
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Attendance at Final Count 
Candidates and scrutineers wishing to observe the final count must attend at the Voting Place prior to 8:00 p.m. on 
Voting Day.  No person shall be admitted to observe the count after that time. 

Voters’ List 
For the 2026 Municipal and School Board Election, the voters’ list will be prepared using the Permanent Register of 
Electors for Ontario, maintained by Elections Ontario, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

The Clerk will receive the voters’ list from Elections Ontario and will make it available for use in the administration of 
the municipal election.  The list may be updated throughout the revision period based on applications received and 
verified by the Clerk. 

Electors are responsible for ensuring that their voter information, including name, qualifying address, and school 
support, is accurate and up to date. 

Checking the Voters’ List 
Electors may check whether they are on the voters’ list, and verify or update their information, by using the Voter 
Registration Service provided by Elections Ontario. 

Information and links to the voter registration service are available on the Town of Smooth Rock Falls website at 
www.smoothrockfalls.ca. 

Revisions to the Voters’ List 
During the revision period, electors may apply to have their information added to or amended on the voters’ list, up 
to and including Voting Day. 

Methods of Revision 

Electors may request revisions by: 

• Attending the Municipal Office during regular business hours to submit an application in person. 

On Voting Day, electors may amend the voters’ list at the voting location up to the close of voting. 

Identification Requirements 

Acceptable proof of identity and qualifying address is required for all revision requests. 

Where an elector is unable to provide the required identification, a Declaration of Identity (Form 9) may be 
completed, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Authorized election officials will manage and update the voters’ list on an ongoing basis.

Copies of the Voters’ List 

Upon written request to the Clerk, a copy of the voters’ list shall be provided, in accordance with the Municipal 
Elections Act, 1996, to the following: 

• The secretary of a local board whose members are to be elected in the election; 
• The Clerk of a local municipality responsible for conducting the election in any combined area for school 

board purposes; 
• The Minister, as provided for under the Act; 
• Candidates; and 
• Members of Parliament (MPs) or Members of Provincial Parliament (MPPs) who represent any part of the 

Town of Smooth Rock Falls, as permitted by the Act. 

The use and disclosure of the voters’ list are strictly governed by the Municipal Elections Act, 1996.

The 2026 Municipal and School Board Election for the Town of Smooth Rock Falls shall be conducted using the 
traditional paper ballot voting method, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 and as adopted by 
Council through By-law No. 2025-86. 

Hours and Location of Voting 
Advance Voting will take place at the Smooth Rock Falls Hospital, 107 Kelly Road, Smooth Rock Falls on Saturday 
October 3, 2026 between 12:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m. 

Voting Day will take place at the Smooth Rock Falls Community Center – 193 Gordon Avenue, Smooth Rock Falls on 
Monday October 26, 2026 between 10:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m. 

Supplies and Equipment of the Voting Place 
Each voting place shall be equipped with a sufficient number of voting compartments or privacy screens to allow 
electors to mark their ballots in secrecy and without observation.  It is the responsibility of the Clerk and the Deputy 
Returning Officer (DRO) to ensure that an adequate number of voting compartments are provided and properly 
arranged at each voting place. 
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Election Materials Provided by the Clerk 

Prior to Voting Day, the Clerk shall cause to be delivered to each Deputy Returning Officer the materials required for 
the proper conduct of voting, including but not limited to: 

• One ballot box for the assigned voting place; 
• A sufficient number of ballots to serve all electors on the Voters’ List for the voting place, including 

contingency ballots; 
• Prescribed voting instructions and statutory notices for posting; 
• Access to a printed copy of the Voters’ List; 
• Writing instruments and all materials necessary for electors to mark their ballots; 
• Privacy screens or voting compartments; 
• Copies of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 and Election Manual; and 
• Any other forms, supplies, or materials required by the Clerk. 

Control and Certification of Ballots 

The Clerk shall deliver the ballots for each voting place directly to the Deputy Returning Officer.  The Clerk and DRO 
shall jointly certify the number of ballots delivered using the prescribed Certificate and Receipt for Ballots form.  
Each shall retain a copy of the completed form. 

At the close of voting, the DRO shall complete the Certificate and return it, along with all required election 
documents and materials, to the Clerk in accordance with established procedures. 

Posting of Information 

Before opening the voting place, the Deputy Returning Officer shall ensure that: 

• Required voting instructions and statutory notices are posted outside the voting place; and 
• Voting instructions are posted within each voting compartment. 

All posted materials shall remain in place and visible until the close of voting. 

Setting Up the Voting Place 
Prior to the opening of the voting place, the Deputy Returning Officer (DRO) shall ensure that the voting place is 
properly prepared and ready to receive electors.  The DRO shall ensure that: 

• The voting place is accessible in accordance with applicable accessibility standards; 
• Voting compartment or privacy screens are positioned to ensure the secrecy of the vote; 
• No campaign material or third-party advertising is present in or on the premises of the voting place, including 

parking areas; 
• Writing instruments are placed in each voting compartment; 
• Tables and chairs are arranged to facilitate the orderly flow of electors; 
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• The Statutory Provisions Regulating Voting Procedures are posted in a prominent location within the voting 
place; and 

• The Voting Instructions and Notice of Offence – Corrupt Practices are posted both within the voting place 
and inside each voting compartment. 

All required signage and materials shall remain posted and visible until the close of voting. 

Setting Up the Ballot Box 
Immediately before the opening of the voting place, the Deputy Returning Officer shall: 

• Open the ballot box and demonstrate to all persons present that it is empty; 
• Seal the ballot box in the manner prescribed by the Clerk, such that it cannot be opened without breaking 

the seal; and 
• Place the sealed ballot box in a location that is clearly visible at all times during voting. 

The ballot box shall remain sealed and shall not be opened until authorized for the purpose of counting the votes 
following the close of voting. 

Candidates and scrutineers who are present are entitled to inspect the ballots and all election materials relating to 
the voting place prior to the commencement of voting, provided that such inspection does not interfere with the 
duties of election officials. 

Opening of the Voting Place 
The voting place shall open promptly at 10:00 a.m. on Voting Day.  At that time, the Deputy Returning Officer (DRO) 
and election officials shall be fully prepared to receive electors. 

The DRO and all election official shall arrive sufficiently in advance of the opening time to complete the setup of the 
voting place and ensure that: 

• All election materials and equipment are in place; 
• The voting place is properly arranged and ready for operation; and 
• All election officials assigned to the voting place have been formally appointed and have taken the required 

oaths. 

Persons Permitted in the Voting Place 
While voting or the counting of votes is taking place, no person shall remain in the voting place except: 

• Election officials appointed for the voting place; 
• Certified candidates, excluding those elected by acclamation; and 
• One scrutineer per certified candidate, per ballot box in use at the voting place. 

At no time may both a certified candidate and their scrutineer be present simultaneously in the voting place. 
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All persons permitted to remain in the voting place shall comply with the directions of the Deputy Returning Officer 
and other election officials to ensure the orderly and impartial conduct of the election. 

Prohibited Conduct 

No person shall: 

• Interfere or attempt to interfere with an elector who is marking a ballot; 
• Obtain or attempt to obtain, within a voting place, information about how an elector intends to vote or has 

voted; or 
• Communicate any information obtained at a voting place regarding how an elector intends to vote or has 

voted. 

No elector shall: 

• Take a photograph, video recording, or any other image of a marked ballot; or 
• Show a marked ballot to any person in a manner that reveals how the elector has voted, except where 

authorized for the purpose of receiving assistance in voting. 

Complaints and Enforcement 

Any alleged breach of voting secrecy shall be documented by the Election Official, including the nature of the 
complaint and any relevant statements obtained. 

Where deemed appropriate by the Clerk, the matter may be referred to the appropriate law enforcement authority 
for investigation in accordance with applicable legislation. 

Who is Entitled to Vote 
An elector is entitled to vote in the municipal election for the Town of Smooth Rock Falls if the elector’s name appears 
on the Voters’ List for the municipality, or if the elector has completed an application to Amend the Voters’ List that 
authorizes the elector’s name to be added to the Voters’ List. 

An elector may vote for as many candidates for an office as there are members to be elected to that office but may 
vote only once for each candidate. 

An elector is entitled to vote only once for a School Board Trustee, and such vote must be cast in the municipality in 
which the elector resides. 

An elector’s name may appear on the Voters’ List in more than one municipality.  In such circumstances, the elector 
may be entitled to vote in more than one municipality, provided that the elector is otherwise qualified in each 
municipality and does not vote more than once for the same office.  For greater certainty, an elector who is listed as 
a resident elector in one municipality and as a non-resident elector in another municipality may vote in each, subject 
to the restrictions set out in the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 
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Amendment to the Voters’ List 
Where an elector attends a voting place with a completed Application to Amend the Voters’ List, the Deputy 
Returning Officer shall confirm that the application has been signed by the Clerk or a delegated Election Official.  
Upon verification, the elector’s name and qualifying address shall be added to the Poll Clerk’s copy of the Voters’ 
List, the application shall be placed in the prescribed envelope, and a ballot shall be issued to the elector. 

Where a person attends a voting place and their name does not appear on the Voters’ List, and the person has not 
previously obtained an Application to Amend the Voters’ List, the person shall be required to complete the 
declaration portion of the prescribed application form.  The Deputy Returning Officer shall require the person to 
provide proof of identity and qualifying address, in accordance with Ontario Regulation 304/13.  Once the application 
and identification have been verified, the person’s name and address shall be added to the Voters’ List maintained 
by the Poll Clerk, and a ballot shall be issued. 

Revisions to the Voters’ List at a voting place may only be processed where the authority to do so has been expressly 
delegated by the Clerk to an Election Official. 

Voting Procedure 
When an elector attends a voting place to vote, the Deputy Returning Officer (DRO) shall first verify that the person 
is entitled to vote.  The Poll Clerk shall then cross the elector’s name off the Poll Clerk’s copy of the Voters’ List and 
records, opposite the elector’s name, the numerical order in which the ballot is issued. 

Before issuing a ballot to a qualified elector, the DRO shall initial the ballot.    Where requested, the DRO or Poll Clerk 
shall briefly and accurately explain the voting procedure to the elector. 

Proof of Identity 

An elector shall not be issued a ballot unless the elector provides proof of identity and qualifying address in 
accordance with Ontario Regulation 304/13, or completes the prescribed Oath of Qualification, as applicable. 

Marking and Depositing the Ballot 

After receiving a ballot, the elector shall proceed immediately to a voting compartment and mark the ballot by 
placing a mark within the space designated to the right of the name of each candidate for whom the elector wishes 
to vote. 

Once the ballot is marked, the elector shall fold the ballot in a manner that conceals how the ballot has been marked, 
while ensuring that the DRO’s initials remain visible.  Without delay, the elector shall return the the ballot to the DRO.  

The DRO shall verify that the ballot bears the required initials and shall then deposit the ballot directly into the ballot 
box, in full view of the elector and any other persons lawfully present in the voting place. 

Once a ballot has been deposited into the ballot box by the DRO, the elector is deemed to have voted and is not 
entitled to receive another ballot under any circumstances. 
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Cancelled and Defective Ballots 

Where an elector returns a ballot that is damaged, defective, or unintentionally spoiled before it is deposited into 
the ballot box, and the elector is present and requests another ballot, the DRO shall immediately mark the ballot 
“cancelled”, place it in the prescribed envelope for cancelled ballots, and issue a replacement ballot to the elector. 

Where a defective or spoiled ballot is returned and the elector is not present, or is present and declines to receive 
another ballot, the DRO shall mark the ballot “defective” and place it in the prescribed envelope for defective ballots, 
in accordance with the Clerk’s instructions. 

Finality of the Vote 

An elector whose ballot has not been deposited into the ballot box by the DRO, including an elector who leaves the 
voting place with a ballot, is deemed to have voted and is not entitled to receive another ballot. 

Forfeited Ballots 

An elector is no longer entitled to vote if, after being issued a ballot, the elector leaves the voting place without 
returning the ballot to the Deputy Returning Officer. 

In such circumstances, the DRO shall record the words “forfeited vote” opposite the elector’s name on the Poll 
Clerk’s copy of the Voters’ List, and the elector shall be deemed to have voted and shall not be entitled to receive 
another ballot. 

Proxy Voting 
Where an elector attends a voting place to vote on behalf of another elector and presents a completed Appointment 
of Voting Proxy form, the Deputy Returning Officer shall require the proxy voter to provide proof of identity, in 
accordance with Ontario Regulation 304/13, and shall administer the prescribed oral oath set out on the proxy 
appointment form. 

Upon verification, the DRO shall cross the name of the elector being represented off the Voters’ List, issue the ballot 
to the proxy voter, and retain the completed proxy appointment form in the prescribed envelope for return to the 
Clerk. 

Proxy voting shall be conducted strictly in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 and any procedures 
established by the Clerk. 

Record Indicates Elector Has Already Voted 
Where an elector attends a voting place and the record indicates that the elector has already voted, or that the 
Voters’ List has been marked in error opposite the elector’s name, the elector may be permitted to vote provided that 
the elector: 

• Takes the prescribed Oath and Qualification; and 
• Provides proof of identity and qualifying address in accordance with Ontario Regulation 304/13. 
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Upon completion of the oath and verification of identification, the elector’s name and address shall be entered again 
on the Poll Clerk’s copy of the Voter’s List, and a ballot shall be issued. 

Challenging an Elector’s Eligibility 
Where the Deputy Returning Officer, a certified candidate, or a scrutineer object to a person voting, the Deputy 
Returning Officer shall record the objection on the Voters’ List adjacent to the elector’s name, including the name of 
the person making the objection and, where applicable, the candidate on whose behalf the objection is made. 

An objection to an elector’s eligibility does not, in itself, prevent the elector from voting.  Where an objection has 
been made, the elector shall be issued a ballot provided the elector takes the prescribed Oath of Qualification. 

If the elector refuses to take the oath, the Deputy Returning Officer shall refuse to issue a ballot and shall record the 
refusal on the Voters’ list by noting “refused to affirm” or “refused to be sworn”, as applicable. 

Electors Requiring Assistance 
An Election Official may permit an elector who requires assistance in voting, due to a disability or other 
circumstance, to receive such assistance as the Election Official considers necessary in order to allow the elector 
to vote. 

Where an elector requests assistance from an Election Official, the elector shall be required to take the prescribed 
Oral Oath to Vote with Assistance.  Upon taking the oath, the Election Official shall mark the ballot in accordance 
with the elector’s instructions.  Any other persons present shall withdraw while the elector is providing instructions.  
Once the ballot has been marked, the Election Official shall deposit the ballot into the ballot box in accordance with 
established voting procedures. 

In lieu of receiving assistance from an Election Official, an elector may request that a friend of the elector 
accompany the elector into the voting compartment and assist in marking the ballot.  The friend shall be required to 
take the prescribed Oral Oath of Friend of Elector before providing assistance.  No person shall act as a friend of 
more than one elector at the same voting place. 

Where an Election official does not understand the language of an elector, the elector may provide an interpreter.  
Prior to acting, the interpreter shall take the prescribed Oral Oath of Interpreter and shall translate the oaths 
administered to the elector, as well as any lawful questions put to the elector, and the elector’s responses. 

At all times, assistance to an elector shall be provided in a manner that preserves the secrecy of the vote and reflects 
the elector’s wishes only.

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Attending to an Elector 

Attendance on Residents of Institutions or Retirement Homes 

The Deputy Returning Officer may attend on an elector who is a resident of an institution or retirement home in order 
to allow the elector to vote, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 and the procedures established by 
the Clerk. 

Attendance on Electors with Disabilities 

To allow an elector with a disability to vote, the Deputy Returning Officer may attend on the elector anywhere within 
the area designated as the Voting Place, as necessary to facilitate voting. 

Certified candidates, scrutineers, and Election Officials are entitled to accompany the Deputy Returning Officer 
when attending on an elector.  However, no person other than the Deputy Returning Officer and, where applicable, 
a person providing authorized assistance shall be present while the elector is marking the ballot, in order to preserve 
the secrecy of the vote. 

Declining to Vote 
Where an elector returns a ballot to the Deputy Returning Officer and indicates that the elector is declining to vote, 
the elector is no longer entitled to vote.  The Deputy Returning Officer shall immediately write the word “declined” 
on the ballot and place it in the prescribed envelope for declined ballots. 

Declined ballots shall be recorded on the tally sheet provided and shall be included in the total number of votes cast, 
in accordance with the Act. 

Where a composite ballot is in use and an elector declines to vote for a particular office only, the elector shall be 
issued a ballot and shall mark the ballot for all other offices, leaving the declined office unmarked.  The marked ballot 
shall be returned to the Deputy Returning Officer and deposited into the ballot box.  No additional steps are required. 

Where an elector declines to vote for all offices, the procedure for declined ballots shall be followed. 

Cancelled Ballots 
Where a ballot is accidentally spoiled before being deposited into the ballot box, the elector may return the ballot to 
the Deputy Returning Officer in exchange for a replacement ballot. 

The Deputy Returning Officer shall immediately write the work “cancelled” on the spoiled ballot and place it in the 
prescribed envelope for cancelled ballots.  Cancelled ballots shall be recorded on the tally sheet provided in order 
to account for the total number of ballots issued, but shall not be included in the total number of votes cast. 

Advance Voting 
Advance voting opportunities may be established by the Clerk in accordance with section 43 of the Municipal 
Elections Act, 1996.  The dates, times, and locations of any advance votes shall be publicly advertised prior to the 
commencement of advance voting. 
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Advance voting shall be conducted using the same voting procedures, ballot control measures, and secrecy 
requirements as Voting Day, except as otherwise authorized by the Act. 

Sealing of Ballot Box – Advance Voting 
At the close of voting on each day of advance vote, the Deputy Returning Officer shall immediately seal the ballot 
box in a manner that prevents ballots from being deposited into or withdrawn from the ballot box without breaking 
the seal. 

As soon as practicable following the close of voting, the Deputy Returning Officer shall prepare a list of persons who 
voted at an advance vote, identifying each elector who voted and the applicable voting place. 

The Deputy Returning Officer shall then deliver the sealed ballot box, the completed list of advance voters, the 
Certificate and Receipt for Ballots, and all other election materials and documents relating to the advance vote to 
the Clerk for secure storage, in accordance with established chain-of-custody procedures. 

Access to the List of Advance Voters 
Upon request by a certified candidate or the candidate’s scrutineer, the Clerk shall make available a copy of the list 
of persons who voted at an advance vote during regular business hours, in accordance with the Municipal Elections 
Act, 1996. 

Updating of the Voters’ List 
The Clerk shall ensure that the Voters’ List for all voting places is updated to reflect voting that occurred during 
advance voting, in order to prevent multiple voting and to maintain the integrity of the election process. 

Closing of the Voting Place on Voting Day 
The Voting Place shall close promptly at 8:00 p.m. on Voting Day. 

Any elector who is inside the Voting Place or waiting in line at the time voting closes shall be permitted to vote. 

No person shall be admitted to the Voting Place after the close of voting. 

Counting of Votes 

Commencement of the Count 
Immediately following the close of voting on Voting Day, the Deputy Returning Officer shall proceed with the counting 
of votes in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 and the procedures established by the Clerk. 

No ballots shall be counted until voting has officially closed.

Counting Procedure – Paper Ballots 
The Deputy Returning Officer shall open the ballot box and count the ballots in public view, in the presence of any 
candidates or scrutineers lawfully entitled to attend. 

Ballots shall be examined one at a time and allocated to the appropriate candidate or option.  Any ballot that is 
improperly marked or otherwise does not comply with the Act shall be dealt with in accordance with the Clerk’s 
instructions and the requirement of the Act. 

Throughout the count, the Deputy Returning Officer shall maintain clear and accurate records of the number of 
ballots counted, including cancelled and declined ballots, to ensure reconciliation with the number of ballots 
issued. 

Statement of Results and Ballot Accounting 
As soon as practicable following the completion of the count, the Deputy Returning Officer shall prepare a Statement 
of Results, in duplicate, on the form supplied by the Clerk.  The statement shall account for: 

• The number of ballots received from the Clerk; 
• The number of ballots issued to electors; 
• The number of ballots counted; 
• The number of cancelled ballots; 
• The number of declined ballots; and 
• The number of unused ballots. 

The original Statement of Results shall be placed in the prescribed envelope for delivery to the Clerk.  A copy of the 
statement may be provided to any candidate or scrutineer present who requests it. 

Packaging and Sealing of Election Materials 
Upon completion of the count, the Deputy Returning Officer shall place all ballots and election materials into the 
appropriate envelopes as prescribed by the Clerk.  Ballots shall be segregated and sealed as follows: 

• Counted ballots; 
• Cancelled ballots; 
• Declined ballots; and 
• Unused ballots. 

The ballot box shall then be sealed in such a manner that ballots cannot be deposited into or withdrawn from it 
without breaking the seal. 

Delivery of Materials to the Clerk 
As soon as possible after the counting of votes, the Deputy Returning Officer shall personally deliver the sealed 
ballot box, the original Statement of Results, and all other election materials and documents to the Clerk, or to such 
other location as the Clerk may direct in writing. 
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The Deputy Returning Officer shall not release or provide the original Statement of Results to any person other than 
the Clerk. 

Clerk’s Authority 
Where, in the opinion of the Clerk, it is impracticable to complete or conduct the count at a voting place, the Clerk 
may direct that the ballots be counted at another location, or that alternative counting procedures be used, provided 
that the counting of votes is conducted in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Following completion of the count, the Clerk shall retain all ballots and election materials in the manner required by 
the Act. 

Notice of Results 
The unofficial election results for each candidate shall be made available by the Clerk after the close of voting on 
Voting Day, once the counting of votes has been completed.  Unofficial results shall be made available at the 
Municipal Office, posted on the Town of Smooth Rock Falls website and social media page as soon as practicable.  
In accordance with subsection 55(4.1) of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the Clerk shall also publish the number 
of declined ballots and rejected ballots. 

As soon as possible following Voting Day, and once all results have been verified, the Clerk shall declare the official 
election results by completing the prescribed Declaration of Election Results.  The official result shall be posted at 
the Municipal Office, published on the municipal website and the Town’s social media page. 

Notice of the official results shall include confirmation of the final number of electors, the persons elected to the 
offices of Mayor and Councillor, and any other offices contested in the election. 

Notice of the election results for each school board race shall be provided by the Clerk to the appropriate school 
board or designated municipal office using the prescribed Notice of School Board Results form, in accordance with 
the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Form EL31 – Unofficial Election Results 
Form EL32 – Declaration of Election Results 

Recount 
A recount conducted under sections 56, 57, or 58 of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 shall be conducted in the 
same manner as the original count, unless otherwise directed by a judge of the Superior Court of Justice in 
accordance with section 60(3) of the Act. 

Circumstances Requiring or Permitting a Recount 
A recount shall be conducted where required or authorized by the Act, including: 

• Where there is a tied vote and one or more candidates cannot be declared elected; 
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• Where a resolution of Council requires a recount for a municipal office; 
• Where a resolution of a local or school board requires a recount for an office on that board; 
• Where a recount is ordered by the Minister in respect of a question submitted by the Minister; or 
• Where a recount is ordered by the Superior Court of Justice. 

Responsibility for Conduct a Recount 
The Clerk shall conduct all recounts for elections for which the Clerk is responsible, except where a recount is 
conducted by the Superior Court of Justice pursuant to an application under section 58 of the Act. 

Mandatory Recount for a Tied Vote 
Where there is a tied vote for an office and the candidates cannot be declared elected, the Clerk shall hold a recount 
within 15 days after the declaration of the original election results in accordance with section 55(4) of the Act. 

Recount Requested by Council, a Board, or the Minister 
Within 30 days after the Clerk’s declaration of the election results under section 55(4), Council or a local or school 
board may pass a resolution requiring a recount, or the Minister may make an order requiring a recount. 

Where such a resolution is passed or an order is made, the recount shall be held within 15 days of the date of the 
resolution or order.  The incoming Council or board has no authority to require a recount once the statutory period 
has expired. 

Application to the Superior Court of Justice 
A person entitled to vote in the election who has reasonable grounds to believe that the elections results are in doubt 
may apply to the Superior Court of Justice for an order directing the Clerk to conduct a recount. 

An application must be commenced within 30 days after the Clerk’s official declaration of the election results.  
Where the Court orders a recount, the recount shall be held within 15 days after the Clerk receives a copy of the 
order. 

Votes Included in a Recount 
The votes to be included in a recount shall be limited to those specified in the authority requiring the recount.  This 
includes votes cast for candidates who are tied, or for candidates named in a Council, board, or court order. 

The Clerk may also include votes cast for any other candidate for the office where, in the Clerk’s opinion, the vote 
totals are sufficiently close that the outcome of the recount could be affected. 

Persons Entitled to Be Present at a Recount 
The following persons are entitled to be present at a recount: 

• the Clerk and any election officials appointed to conduct the recount; 
• every certified candidate for the office subject to the recount; 
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• the applicant, where a recount is ordered by the Court; 
• legal counsel for any of the above; and 
• one scrutineer appointed by each certified candidate or applicant. 

Notice of Recount 
The Clerk shall give notice of the recount date, time, and place by issuing a Notice of Recount to all persons entitled 
to notice under the Act, including certified candidates, Council or boards where applicable, the Minister, and any 
court applicant. 

Notice shall be given by personal service or registered mail, in accordance with the Act and applicable regulations. 

Form EL39– Notice of Recount 

Conduct and Completion of the Recount 
Once commenced, a recount shall proceed without interruption until completion.  Upon completion of the recount, 
the Clerk shall announce the results of the recount.  Persons entitled to be present at the recount may also attend 
the announcement of the results. 

Unless an application has been made for a further judicial recount, the Clerk shall, on the 16th day after the recount 
is completed, declare the successful candidate or candidates elected or declare the result of the vote, as applicable. 

Continuing Tie Following a Recount 
Where a recount results in a tie vote, the Clerk shall determine the result by conducting a lot.  The Clerk shall place 
the names of the tied candidates on identical pieces of paper, place them in a container, and draw one name at 
random.  The candidate whose name is drawn shall be declared elected. 

Declaration of Recount Results 
Unless a further judicial recount has been applied for, the Clerk shall declare the final certified results by posting the 
Declaration Recount Results at the Municipal Office, on the Town’s website and social media page.  The declaration 
shall be provided to all persons who received notice of the recount. 

Form EL41– Declaration Recount Results 

Cost of a Recount 
The costs incurred by the Clerk in conducting a recount shall be paid by the municipality.  Any costs incurred by 
candidates or other parties, including legal representation, shall be the responsibility of those parties.  

Where applicable, the Clerk shall submit a certified statement of recount costs to the appropriate authority for 
payment in accordance with the Act. 
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Election Records 

Candidates – Use and Destruction of Voter Information 
All voter information obtained by a candidate in relation to the municipal election shall be used solely for election 
purposes, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 

Following the conclusion of the election, all voter information obtained by a candidate shall be securely destroyed.  
Each candidate shall confirm in writing to the Clerk that all such information has been destroyed.  At the 
candidate’s option, voter information and related materials may be returned to the Clerk for destruction together 
with other election materials. 

Clerk – Retention and Disposition of Election Records 
Subject to any order of a judge or the commencement of recount or court proceedings, the Clerk shall, after 120 
days from the declaration of the election results under section 55, destroy the ballots cast in the election. 

The destruction of ballots shall be carried out in the presence of two witnesses, who shall complete the prescribed 
Witness Statements as to Destruction of Records Form. 

The Clerk may also destroy any other documents and materials relating to the election, except where retention is 
required by law. 

The Clerk shall retain candidates’ financial statements and auditor’s reports until the members of Council or any 
local board elected at the next regular election have taken office. 

Ballots and other election documents shall not be destroyed where a court has ordered their retention or where a 
recount or legal proceeding has been commenced and has not been finally disposed of.

Accessibility 

Electors and Candidates with Disabilities 
In conducting the municipal election, the Clerk shall have regard to the needs of electors and candidates with 
disabilities and shall take reasonable steps to ensure that election services are provided in a manner that is 
accessible, dignified, and respectful. 

Accessible Voting Locations 
The Clerk shall ensure that each voting location established for the election is accessible to electors with 
disabilities, having regard to physical access, layout, and the ability of electors to vote independently or with 
assistance, in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996. 
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Accessibility Plan 
Prior to Voting Day, the Clerk shall prepare a plan for the identification, removal, and prevention of barriers that may 
affect electors and candidates with disabilities.  The accessibility plan shall address voting locations, voting 
procedures, and the availability of assistance, and shall be made available to the public in advance of the election. 

Accessibility Report 
Within 90 days after Voting Day in a regular election, and no later than Monday, January 27, 2027, the Clerk shall 
submit a report to Council respecting the identification, removal, and prevention of barriers that affected electors 
and candidates with disabilities during the election. 

Emergencies 
Where the Clerk is of the opinion that circumstances have arisen that are likely to prevent the election from being 
conducted in accordance with the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, the Clerk may declare an emergency. 

Upon declaring an emergency, the Clerk may make such arrangements as the Clerk considers advisable for the 
conduct of the election.  Any arrangements made by the Clerk that are consistent with the principles of the Act shall 
prevail over any provision of the Act and the regulations made under it. 

An emergency shall continue until the Clerk declares that the emergency has ended.  A declaration of emergency 
and any arrangements made by the Clerk in good faith shall not be reviewed or set aside on the basis of 
unreasonableness. 

The Clerk shall provide notice of the emergency and of any related arrangements to the best of their ability, having 
regard to the nature and urgency of the circumstances.  Where necessary, the Clerk may implement alternate 
measures for any part of the election process in order to ensure the integrity, accessibility, and continuity of the 
election. 

Corrupt Practices 
The Municipal Elections Act, 1996 establishes enforceable standards to protect the integrity of the municipal 
election process.  All provisions of the Act respecting voting places, ballots, ballot boxes, electors, candidates, and 
election officials apply fully to the conduct of the election in the Town of Smooth Rock Falls and are subject to 
investigation, enforcement, and penalties where contraventions occur. 

Compliance with the Act is mandatory.  Any breach of its provisions may constitute an offence or, where committed 
knowingly, a corrupt practice, and may result in penalties prescribed by statute. 

Offences, Penalties, and Enforcement 
Sections 89 and 90 of the Act provide for the enforcement of offences and corrupt practices committed during an 
election.  Without limiting the generality of the Act, offences include circumstances where a person: 
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• Votes or attempts to vote without being entitled to do so; 
• Votes or attempts to vote more times than permitted by law; 
• Induces or attempts to induce a person to vote when that person is not entitled to vote; 
• Knowingly publishes a false statement of a candidate’s withdrawal; 
• Furnishes false or misleading information to a person authorized under the Act to obtain such information; 
• Supplies a ballot to any person without lawful authority; 
• Takes, opens, or otherwise interferes with a ballot without authority; or 
• Interferes with, alters, or improperly handles a ballot or election material without authority. 

No person shall solicit, request, or collect a ballot or voter-related election material from an elector.  Any valid 
complaint, allegation, or knowledge of such conduct shall be reported immediately to the Clerk for review and, 
where appropriate, referral for investigation. 

Where a person is convicted of an offence and the offence was committed knowingly, the offence also constitutes 
a corrupt practice under the Act. 

Discretionary Powers of the Clerk 

Statutory Discretionary Authority 
The Clerk, as the official responsible for conducting the municipal election, may provide for any matter or procedure 
that: 

• if not otherwise provided for in the Municipal Elections Act, 1996 or its regulations; and 
• in the opinion of the Clerk, is necessary or desirable for the proper, efficient, and orderly conduct of the 

election. 

This discretionary authority is exercised independently by the Clerk and does not require Council approval, provided 
the actions taken are consistent with the principles and intent of the Act. 

Authority to Establish Forms and Require Proof 
Except for forms prescribed by the Minister, the Clerk has the authority to establish additional forms required for the 
administration of the election, including forms for oaths and declarations. 

The Clerk may also require a person to furnish proof that is satisfactory to the election official regarding the person’s 
identity or qualifications, including citizenship or residency, where permitted by the Act. 

This authority does not extend to requiring proof of identity or residence beyond what is prescribed for the purposes 
of the voting procedure set out in subsection 52(1) of the Act. 

Limits on Discretionary Authority 
The Clerk’s discretionary authority shall be exercised within the limits imposed by the Act and its regulations.  The 
Clerk may not impose requirements, conditions, or procedures that conflict with or exceed statutory provisions.

While the Act grants broad discretion, the exercise of that discretion carries inherent responsibility and potential 
liability.  All discretionary decisions shall be made in good faith, consistently applied, and documented where 
appropriate. 

Areas of Discretion Exercised Without Council Approval 
Under the Act, the Clerk may exercise discretion, without Council approval, in matters including but not limited to: 

• establishing advance voting dates, locations, and hours; 
• determining voting hours and procedures at long-term care homes and retirement residences, including 

reduced hours where permitted; 
• managing the voters’ list, including additions, deletions, and corrections in accordance with the Act; 
• determining whether electronic filing of campaign financial statements will be permitted and establishing 

any applicable conditions; and 
• administering election procedures, forms, staffing, training, and logistics necessary to ensure accessibility, 

integrity, and compliance. 

Scope of Authority 
The Clerk’s discretionary powers are intended to ensure that elections are conducted fairly, consistently, and in 
accordance with legislative requirements.  These powers shall be exercised to uphold the principles of transparency, 
neutrality, accessibility, and integrity that underpin the municipal election process.
